CAR SPECIFICATIONS:
* Width: - 2-3/4"
* Length - 7"
* Weight - Not over 5 Ounces
* Width between wheels - 1-3/4"
* Bottom clearance (car and track) 3/8"

RULES
Wheel bearings, washers, and bushings
are prohibited. The car shall not ride on
springs. Only official Cub Scout Grand
Prix Pinewood Derby wheels and axles
are permitted. Only dry lubricant is
permitted. Details, such as steering wheel
and driver are permissible as long as
these details do not exceed the maximum
length, width and weight specifications.
The car must be free-wheeling, with no
starting devices. Each car must pass
inspection by the official inspection
committee before it may compete. If, at
registration., a car does not pass
inspection, the owner will be informed of
the reason for failure, and will be given
time within the official weigh-in time
period to make the adjustment. After final
approval, cars will not be re-inspected
unless the car is damaged in handling or
in a race.

The First Days!!!

Lord Robert Baden-Powell

As a youth, Robert Baden-Powell
greatly enjoyed the outdoors, learning
about nature and how to live in the
wilderness. After returning as a
military hero from service in Africa,
Baden-Powell discovered that English
boys were reading the manual on
stalking and survival in the wilderness
he had written for his military
regiment. Gathering ideas from
Ernest Thompson Seton, Daniel
Carter Beard, and others, he rewrote
the manual as a non-military nature
skill book and called it Scouting for
Boys. To test his ideas, Baden-Powell
brought together 22 boys to camp at
Brownsea Island, off the coast of
England. This historic camp out was
a success and resulted in the advent
of Scouting. Thus, the imagination
and inspiration of Baden-Powell, later
proclaimed Chief Scout of the World,
brought Scouting to youth the world
over.

I t is much the same  wi th me, and so, al though
I  am not at this m oment d ying, I sh all be doing so one of these days
and I want to send you a parting word of go od-bye.

Remem ber, it is the last you w ill ever hear from m e, so think it o ver.

I  have had a most happy  lif e and I  want eac h of you t o have as  happy  a
lif e too.

I  beli eve tha t God  put u s in  this jolly world to be happy and enjoy life.
Happiness  doesn’t come from being rich, nor mer ely fr om being
succes sful  in your career , not be self-ind ulgence. O ne step to ward
happines s is to make your self  healt hy and  strong w hile you are  a boy,
so  that you can b e useful and so  you can e njoy l ife whe n you  are a  man.

Nature  stud y will  show you how f ull o f beaut iful  and wonderf ul  things
God  has made th e world for you to  enjoy. Be conten ted with  what you
have  got and make t he best o f it . Look on t he bri ght si de of thi ngs
instead of the gloomy one.

But  t he real way to get happiness is by giving out happiness to other
people.  Try and  leav e this  world a  lit tle be tter than you f ound it a nd
when  your tur n comes to di e, you  can di e happy i n feel ing tha t at an y
rate  yo u have n ot wasted  your time  but have  done yo ur best. “ Be
Prepar ed”  in thi s way, to li ve happy and to d ie happ y - st ick to  your
Scout  Pr omise always - even after you have ceased to be a boy - an d
God help yo u to do it.
